Short Answer/ Literary Terms: ANSWER KEY

Directions: Answer the following questions in complete sentences. 

1. What is the primary theme of The Fault In Our Stars? Defend your choice with at least two examples.
Possible themes include:
* Situations are not always what they seem - cancer patients being brave, Augustus being sick.
* You cannot predict the friends you will meet - Isaac and Augustus are Hazel’s friends even though she never wanted to attend Support Group.
* Life is not fair - not a wish granting factory. 

2. Choose one character and describe his or her character. Use examples of direct and indirect characterization in your answer.
Answers will vary, but look for support through specific examples from the book.
3. Was the motif concerning “the misconception of the cancer patient as a fighter and an inspiration” fair? Why?
Student answers will vary. Some students may say that they know cancer patients who did fight and were strong until the end. They may say that not everyone is like that, but some are. Others may think that cancer is a painful and awful disease, and that it is realistic for some patients not to fight it - not to be an inspiration to others. 

4. Explain the references to stars. What do “stars” symbolize?
Stars are in the title of the book, and the title is a reference to Shakespeare’s “Julius Caesar.” In “Julius Caesar,” Cassius is attempting to persuade Brutus that the Roman population has allowed Caesar to overtake power, and that the noblemen have the power to stop Ceasar by killing him. Cassius says that the faults are NOT in their stars, but that they are underlings. The stars predict their futures - and they do not have to have a future of Caesar’s power. In The Fault In Our Stars, the stars are the fault of the cancer - the children have cancer for no reason, and no control over it. The stars are predestination, and they symbolize a lack of control. 

5. What purpose do the references to water serve? 
Water is part of life. Our bodies are made of water, our Earth is made of water. If people have too much water, their bodies will not function correctly - the same is if your body does not have enough. Hazel’s lungs “take on water” and that almost kill her. Augustus’ last name is “Waters.” When Hazel tells him they can go to Amsterdam, he says that everything is “coming up Waters.” Augustus does not have problems with too much water, and sees it in a positive way. Water is necessary for life, but people view it differently. 

6. Give an example of foreshadowing. Was it effective? Why?
* The day Hazel meets Augustus, she says that osteosarcoma sometimes “takes a limb to check you out. Then, if it likes you, it takes the rest.”
* Hazel and Augustus start their movies on the plane at the same time, but Augustus’ ends first.
* Hazel’s mom acts funny when they are in Amsterdam drinking coffee - the morning after Hazel and Augustus met Peter Van Houten.
* Hazel and her mom catch Augustus and his parents fighting before Amsterdam.
Most examples are effective, but students will give a variety of answers with support.

7. What emphasis do the regular nouns changed to proper nouns have? 
Hazel is taking ownership of the language - she is changing aspects of it to suit her needs. It also provides a humorous aspect, like when she includes descriptions in titles: Regular Dr. Jim.

8. Choose an example of the diction in The Fault In Our Stars. Examine how this shaped the novel.
Hazel and Augustus both have large vocabularies. Hazel tells Augustus that he has a hamartia, or a fatal flaw, when she thinks he is going to smoke. Augustus also analyzes situations - and then speaks in metaphors. Their language elevates them and gives them credence, even though they are young. Their diction makes the story and their feelings more believable. (Students can provide many examples of diction). 

9. Is cancer an internal or external conflict? Defend your choice.
Students will probably give both answers.
Internal: cancer is a growth that often starts inside a person, and so it is a conflict of a person fighting what he or she is made of. (Hazel also uses this idea when she describes Augustus’ death). A person must also mentally fight cancer. 
A cancer can be an external conflict if the patient has distanced him/herself from it. If the cancer was caused by something - poisoned water or harsh chemicals - that would be an external example. Another time that cancer can be external is when the patient is comfortable facing that the cancer cannot be cured. The patient may want to stop treatment so the nasty side effects stop, but other people (like Augustus’ parents) want the patient to continue with experimental treatments. 

10. Hazel is the narrator. What is an alternative point of view for this book? Explain a drawback to this alternative narrator. 
Hazel is alive throughout the entire book. If Augustus narrated the book, a different character would need to take over.
If a third-person narrator was used, the book would not have the feel or tone of this book. Hazel provides analytical commentary that makes a dark subject matter tolerable.
Another option is to have multiple narrators. This isn’t necessary, as Hazel and her interactions with other characters provide enough of a working insight into other characters.

Students may say that many males have such a close relationship but are not comfortable show it. Isaac and Gus were only openly close because they had faced death and knew that life did not need pretenses. Also, Gus is dying. Isaac realizes he has limited time with Augustus and has nothing to lose by being incredibly vulnerable and honest.








2. What effect does Hazel’s final message to Augustus have on the reader? Look at what she said:
	But, Gus, my love, I cannot tell you how thankful I am for our little infinity. I wouldn’t trade 
	it for the world. You gave me a forever within the numbered days, and I’m grateful. 

An infinity is often misused, such as when little kids joke that they are “out” or “tied” with someone to infinity. The term can be misused, but when Hazel breaks it down for Gus, she is emphasizing how the infinity is a huge concept, but that all infinities are not the same. Their infinity should have been larger, but she is grateful for the small time she spent with him. The effect is powerful, once the reader realizes that she will remember him for all of her infinity, but that it isn’t the largest infinity other couples often get.  
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
